Barts and The London 4th year medical student Shahriar Islam has won the 2008 UK student research prize, in a competition organised by the Royal Society of Medicine in conjunction with the British Journal of Hospital Medicine. Shahriar carried out his research work in the Centre for Diabetes and Metabolic Medicine (ICMS) under the supervision of Professor Malcolm Alison, with most of it being accomplished during his intercalated BSc in Experimental Pathology.
